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When clicking on the “send documents” button, applicants will automatically have an email message window created, with the ‘to’ field containing the NCP’s email address and the ‘subject’ field containing their name and the entered reference code if any. Applicants can then attach the relevant documents and send the email.

 

Selection procedure
 
Once the application period is over, national contact point will be able to proceed to the selection of your nationals through a dedicated website where all of the applications will be stored.
 

This website, specifically created for national contact points, will allow you to monitor the applications of your nationals, pre-select them, give them a priority order, allocate them to a reserve list, etc. It will constantly display the number of applications you can select according to what you had indicated in your partnership declaration 2016.
